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Rick Hansen

Rick Hansen is one of Canada’s most famous athletes.* He
has won many prizes in wheelchair* races and other wheelchair
sports. He has also done many things to help other people with
disabilities. *

Rick was born in British Columbia in 1957. He was very
good at sports when he was young, and his dream was to be in the
Olympics. But when he was 15, Rick was in a car accident.
Because of the accident, he could not walk, and he had to use a
wheelchair. After high school, Rick went to university and first
played wheelchair basketball, wheelchair volleyball, and other
wheelchair sports there. He was very good at these sports, and he
won many prizes. After graduating from university, he won six
medals in wheelchair racing at the Paralympic Games in 1980 and
1984.

In 1985, Rick began a trip around the world called the “Man
in Motion World Tour.” He pushed himself in his wheelchair
40,000 kilometers across 34 countries. He traveled about 84
kilometers a day. The tour took two years and was very hard.
Rick did this tour to collect money for people with disabilities. He
also wanted others to understand people with disabilities better. The
tour was a big success. It collected $26 million to help people with
disabilities, and people around the world learned more about people
in wheelchairs.

In 1997, Rick started the Rick Hansen Foundation. This group
helps people with disabilities in many ways. Rick’s hard work has
changed many people’s lives and will help people in the future.
